If joint depth exceeds 9.5mm, use foam
backer rod.

Not for continuous underwater use, expansion joints or areas subject to extreme joint movement.
Store below 26.5°C (80°F) in dry place for optimal shelf life.

APPLICATION

Surface Preparation
Surface must be clean, dry, structurally sound and free of all foreign material. For wet surfaces, wipe off
excess water.

Product Application

Cut nozzle at 45° angle to desired bead size.

Puncture inner foil seal.

Load cartridge into caulk gun.

Fill gap or crack with sealant.

Paintable after full cure. It is recommended to use only high-quality oil or asphalt-based paint. A
minimum of two coats are required to reduce discolouration of the coating.

Clean up excess wet sealant from surface and tools with mineral spirits. Scrape or cut away excess
dried sealant. Do not use mineral spirits or any other solvent to clean skin. Wash skin with soap and
water.

Reseal cartridge for storage and reuse.
